Brilliant. If we want to add -l-y, ly, to turn these adjectives into adverbs, we must check whether there are any letters we have to swap, double or drop.
Let’s have a look...
breezy + ly = breezily

Ah. We have a new rule for adding -ly:
If the root word has more than one syllable and ends in y, we have to swap the y for an i before adding ly.
