Reading Books, library books and phonics home learning

Just a reminder that reading books and phonics learning will continue to be sent home on a Friday. Please ensure these are
returned each Wednesday. Children reading at home (and hearing someone read stories to them) is the best way to support
their learning in school — every minute reading helps!

The reading books match your child’s phonics level. These books will be introduced during the week in our ‘Guided Reading’
sessions. It is crucial that these books are re-read at home to consolidate learning and build comprehension and understanding.
The children will be very excited to show off their super reading with you and will hopefully feel empowered by accessing a book
they are familiar with. At the moment we are focussing on recognising the sounds in a word and then blending them together to
read the word.

Learning:
e  Our topic for this term is ‘Fairy Tales’
Our topics are highly influenced by the children’s interests therefore activities may change from those planned.

English

In Our English learning this term, we will be exploring a wide range of fairy tales. We will also read lots of the same fairy tales
written by different authors. You can support this at home by also sharing fairy tales together and picking up on key language
such as “once upon a time” and “they all lived happily ever after...” Can you retell and act out favourite fairy tales through play?
Can you create your own fairy tale?

How many buns did they make
altogether?”

“Jack’s goose lay 5 golden eggs. The giant took one away for his lunch. How many eggs are left?”.
